Dr. Sergiu Albu este medic neurolog, absolvent al
USMF ,Nicolae Testemitanu” (2010) si doctor in
neurostiinte (Cum Laude) la Universitatea Autonoma din
Madrid. A efectuat cercetdri la Spitalul National de
Paraplegici din Toledo privind stimularea magnetica
spinald la pacientii cu durere neuropaticd si leziuni
medulare.

Queen Square Institute of Neurology, and the National Hospital for Neurology and
Neurosurgery in London, specializing in translational neurodegeneration research.
Trained in Moldova, France, and the UK, she has received fellowships and awards
for her contributions to neurogenetics and neurodegeneration, including the
discovery of three disease-causing genes and the treatment for one genetic disorder.
As founder and coordinator of the Advance Multiple System Atrophy (MSA)
Network and Biobank, Mrs. Chelban has established a pioneering resource
integrating biosamples, clinical data, and neuroimaging to MSA research through
advanced sequencing techniques, biomarker validation, and quality-of-care
evaluation. She leads drug trial delivery for MSA. Dr. Chelban established a
neurogenetics course in Moldova, teaches neurology trainees in the UK, and
supervises PhD and MSc research at UCL.
